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As we go outdoors whenever possible, parents are asked to put suncream on their child daily for the remainder of the term. 
Change of clothes

Please return any outstanding Nursery clothes that have been borrowed by your child to ensure future children can benefit as your children have from this provision.  Please also ensure that all clothes in the cloakroom changing bags are taken home at the end of term.  
Lost Property

A large number of items have been left in the cloakroom area used by the Yellow and Blue Class.  These items are not marked with a child’s name and therefore staff are unable to put them in children’s boxes to be taken home.  They have been arranged on the bench in the cloakroom, please look through these items and collect what belongs to your child.  

Parent Interviews

Parents of children making the transition to primary school will be invited to attend an interview to discuss your child's progress at Nursery.  Parents meetings need to be kept to a maximum of 10 minutes each.  Times and dates are now displayed in the hallway.  If this time does not suit please inform the class teacher who will be happy to make another arrangement.  If you have serious concerns that warrant more time please contact Ms Reynolds to arrange a further appointment with your child’s class teacher.
