We will talk about the importance of keeping warm and healthy in Winter and what clothing to wear outside. Nursery Fund

The nursery fund is now due for the second term.  The total amount for the term is £36.00 or £3 per week if you wish to pay weekly.  This money is used to purchase food for break, nursery visitors, Christmas presents (books), nursery educational visits such as our outing to Monkey Business, etc.  Please use the small yellow envelopes for all monies coming into the school, clearly marked with your child’s name, class and what the money is for (Nursery Fund, Dinner money etc.)  Please post in the relevant box in your child’s cloakroom area.  
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Texting Service

Our Teachers2Parents texting service is now established.  This is primarily in case of emergencies eg. school closures due to bad weather, although we will also use it to notify parents of other information.  Please notify us of any changes to your mobile number.  

Children’s Health

Parents are asked to please be vigilant if your child shows signs of sickness or ill health.  We have recently had children suffer from a few different infectious conditions.  We would ask all parents to please consider other children and their families before sending a sick child, or a child with a contagious condition, to Nursery School as we want to prevent the unnecessary spread of infection particularly to children who may have underlying conditions.

Something to do with your child: Bird Cake
