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Play Dough Recipe

2 cups of plain flour

2 cups of water

1 cups of salt

1 tablespoons of cream of tartar

1 tablespoons of oil

Mix the ingredients in a saucepan.  Heat thoroughly until thick and sticky.  

When cool store in the fridge in an airtight container or plastic bag.  

To make coloured dough add food colouring to the water before adding it to the other ingredients.
