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During the Summer term we will talk about seasonal changes, suitable clothing for this time of the year and safety in summer.  We will talk about road safety and the importance of wearing suncream.  As we go outdoors whenever possible, parents are asked to put suncream on their child daily for the remainder of the term.  We would also ask that you continue to send a coat daily with your child.  Books we will read this month include'The Rainbow Fish' by Marcus Pfister, 'I Love Boats' by Flora McDonnell and 'Blue Balloon' by Mick Inkpen.  

Children sometimes take little toys home from Nursery in pockets etc.  We would appreciate the return of any such items no matter how small.  Thank you for your co-operation with this.  

Change of clothes

The Nursery purchased a large number of clothes at the start of this academic year to ensure we had suitable clothing to change children in the event of an accident and no clothes being available in their changing bags kept in the cloakroom area.  Most of the school clothes have been on loan having been used to change children and have not yet been returned.  We would appreciate the immediate return of such items to ensure future children can benefit as your children have from this provision.  

Parent Interviews

Parents of children making the transition to primary school will be invited to attend an interview to discuss your child's progress at Nursery.  Parents meetings need to be kept to a maximum of 10 minutes each.  Times and dates will be displayed in the hallway.  If this time does not suit please inform the class teacher who will be happy to make another arrangement.  If you have serious concerns that warrant more time please contact Ms Reynolds to arrange a further appointment with your child’s class teacher.
